The Hospitals dealt with in the Report taken together provided a
total of 9,171 beds in average daily occupation in 1913. The total
number of In-patients admitted ®during that year was 184,749, while
1,329,567 patients attended at the Out-patient Departments.

The total ordinary expenditure during the year at these Hospitals,
including Maintenance, Administration, Rent, Rates and Taxes, but
excluding capital expenditure, and interest on borrowed money, amounted

to £1,058,898.

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Were it not for the grants made by this Fund and the Metropolitan
Hospital Sunday and Hospital Saturday Funds, the Income of
these Hospitals -from all sources, even .after including all legacies
received during the year, would fall considerably short of thls large
annual expenditure. :

We regret that the increase in the cost per bed 6ocupied and per
attendance of Out-patients, first noted in 1911, has continued; the
addition in 1913 representing about £27,000.

The Report again refers to the ocircumstances which have been
previously noted as tending to raise the expenditure, and attention is
also drawn to the fact that the continued increase in cost is not
necessarily attributable to a disregard of that economy which, in previous
years, had created very large savings. It is to be noted, moreover, that
the increase in cost shown this year is not shared by all the groups of
Hospitals dealt with in the Report, nor by all the individual Hospltals in
the groups that, collectively, show an increase.

In determining whether the rise of cost at a particular Hospital is
justifiable, the question whether such rise is greater or less than the
average increase amongst comparable Hospitals generally, is obviously of
great importance. For this purpose the special Table on pages 12 and 13
should prove particularly useful.

We wish to emphasise the fact that throughout the Report the
comparisons of cost are made with the average, and that it is not
suggested that the lowest cost is of necessity to be held up as a model.

It is not the object of these Reports in any way to discourage
expenditure that is held to be necessary in carrying on the work of the
Hospitals, nor such increases of expenditure as result from modern
discoveries or from the efforts continually being made to improve the
quality of the work and its range. The object is to assist the Hospitals
to discover and check, where it exists, any tendency to wasteful or
unnecessary expenditure, and thus to enable a still larger proportion of
the funds at their disposal to be directed to the maintenance or increase
of efficiency.

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- PREFATORY NOTE.

Tee Statistical Report deals this year with the expenditure in 1913
of 106 Hospitals. These include nearly all' the Hospitals which apply for
grants. from the Fund, as well as some others which very kindly supply
the necessary information, and thus enable this Report to be more com-
plete than it would otherwise be.*

Objects and Methods of the Report.

The object of the Report is fo assist Hospitals in controlling their
expendlture, and thus in ensuring that as large a propostion as possible
of their available funds is devoted to. the purpose of maintaining and
improving the efficiency of their work. The method adopted in the Reports
is to compare the expenditure at each Hospital with the expenditure at
other Hospitals, and with the average of those Hospitals with which it is
mosb oompa,ra,ble

It is not suggested however, that the lowest expen(hture is intended
to be taken as a model. All the comparisons are with the average, and even
so the Report must not be assumed to be a condemnation of all excesses
above the average. It only sets them out as matters for investigation
on the part of those concerned.

For the purpose of making the compansons as fair as possible to the
various Hospitals and as useful as possible as an aid to the control of
expenditure, the following special principles are observed in the preparation
of the Reports : —

(@) The comparisons are limited to the items of expenditure
which are the more capable of control. Certain items are thus
excluded, sometimes because they are liable to wide and unavoidable
variations as between one year and another or between one Hospital and
another, sometimes because they cannot readily be modified by the
Hospital Committees. These include the following, viz.: Repairs and
other Establishment Charges, Official Salaries and Pensions, Finance,
and Rent, Rates and Taxes.f It will therefore be borne in mind that
wherever in this Report a total or an average cost per bed or per out-patient
attendance is stafced,:t the figure is exclusive of the above mentioned
charges, and that variations in the ﬁgures cannot be explained by reference
to variations in these items.

(b) The Hospitals are, as far as practicable, arranged in groups, so that
the comparisons may be between Hospitals whose work is more or less
closely comparable, and the group system is followed in all calculations
of "averages. This is not intended to prevent comparisons between
Hospitals in different groups, a process for which, in fact, special facilities
are provided in the preliminary alphabetical tables on pages 26 to 31. In
the case of Hospitals which cannot be arranged in groups, the comparisons
are confined to the preliminary tables and no averages are calculated.

(¢) The comparisons are made not only for the total expenditure on
the various controllable items put together (Table VI. of each group), but

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also for each of the main sub-heads of expenditure separately, viz.:
Provisions, Surgery and Dispensary, Domestic, Salaries and Wages
(maintenance), and Management other than Official Salaries and Pensions
(Tables I. to V.) This sub-division is intended to facilitate the discovery
of the source of any excess which seems to require justification. It must
be borne in mind, however, that Hospitals where direct labour is employed
to carry out work (such as, for example, the manufacture of drugs), which
at other Hospitals is paid for in the purchase price, will show a propor-
tionately larger expenditure on Salaries and Wages and a correspondingly
smaller expenditure on [say] Surgery and Dispensary or whatever the
special headlng may be.* Differences due to this cause cancel out in the
comparisons of total expenditure.f

The group tables are preceded by general alphabetical tables g1v1ng
particulars -of work done, total expenditure, and cost per occupied bed
and per out-patient attendance (in respect of the items controllable from
year to year) for all the institutions. This introductory section now
forms in itself a very nearly complete statistical record of these figures
for all the Hospitals of London which observe the Revised Uniform
System of Accounts.]

The group tables are followed by a special sectlon dealing with the
cost of Hospital laundries as compared with the cost of washing not done
on Hospital premises. This is followed by a short section on' Prices, and
the Report concludes with notes, partly added by the Fund ‘itself and
partly supplied by the Hospitals. =~

A list of the Hospitals in order of cost per occupied bed, cost per
out-patient attendance, and cost of the two departments combined, has
been prepared as a supplement for the use of the Fund and for private
circulation to the Hospitals concerned.

In drawing conclusions from any of the tables it must be understood
that they profess to give only the material for & comparison of outlay,
and the quéstion in each case remains, how far a given cost above the
average is ‘justifiable, or whether a given cost below the average is attained
at a sacrifice of some element of full efficiency. For this purpose many
considerations must be taken into account which will readily occur t0

those concerned in Hospital management. There may be differences
in efficiency or in unavoidable circumstances, as well as in economy of
management. Most of these considerations cannot be expressed in
statistics at all ; others could not be included in a manageable form in a
report dealmg Wlth 106 Hospitals. This Report will have served its
purpoge if ‘it stirnlates inquity into the causes of excessive cost and
assists Hospital Marnagers to see in what departments the source of the
excess is to be found and to rédﬁce it wherever it cannot be justified. ‘

Particulars of the changes in the numbers of occupied beds and of out-
patient attendances have as-usual been added,so that the influence of this
element on changes in cost ‘may be allowed for. The question of the
bearing of changes it the number of beds (which, if permanent, may
frequentlybe both a result and a cause of changes in cost per bed) was
dealt with in the prefatory note to the Report for 1906. The cost per
out-patient attendance is doubtless particularly liable to fluctuations
through dccidental changes in the numbers dealt with. Various methods
of testing the importance of these factors in any given case were discussed
in the Report for 1909,

1) wxll he Seen tlmt the total number of beds set apart for Medical and Surgical
cages respectively differ: < The difference in mumbers between different classes of beds is of
sorhe importanice in-congidering the average expenditure per bed.

Where no_entry appears the Hospitals are unable to divide their beds under these
headmg .

The Royal London Ophthahmc returns the number of beds as 188, 20 being empty.

(2): In the ease of. St. Thomas's Hospital the 88 paying beds, although included
in the total number of beds in the Hospital, namely 630, are not included in the average
number of beds in daily. oceupation, namely 548.

(18) Provisions.—The Expenditure on Provisions, and on the other accounts which
velate to the purchase of goods,.is given without reference to stocks in hand, but taking one
Hospital with another it is probable that the stocks do not vary very much from year to year,
Were it otherwise, however, a considerable difference in the expenditure of different years
might be expected.

Variations in the cost of Provisions may, in some cases, be partly accounted for by the
arrengements made with officials who do not sleep on the premises or who provide their own
board. Where siiilar officials take meals in the Hospital the cost of Provisions would be
increased and Salaries and Wages presumably diminished.

The cost of Provisions may also be affected by the maintenance of private nursing
establishments, The nurses, however, in some cages return to the wards after taking private
cases, and during their attendance on such cases they, of course, do not board in the Hospital,
(See also Note 17 below.)

(14) Domestic.—In order to facilitate comparisons between the Domestic Expenditure of
Hospitals where the washing is done on hospital premises and those where it is put out, the
cost of the laundry in the former cases under the headings of “Provisions,” *Salaries,”
“Establishment Charges,” and “ Rent, Rates and Taxes,” as shown in the washing returns
published by these hospitals, has been transferred to the heading “ Domestic.” As the Tables
in Bections I. and IL of this Report deal only with the figures of the Income and Expen-
diture Accounts, ‘the charges in respect of Depreciation and Interest on Capital, which form
part of the cost of washing as shown in the washing returns, are not included in the Domestic
Expenditure. In the cases where the washing is put out the Domestic Expenditure includes,
of course, the whole of the charges of the laundry companies. (See Section III. for
comparison of cost of washmg taken by itself, including the charges for depreciation and
interest.)

(18) Hstablishment and Salaries and Wages.—Comparisons of cost in the separate Tables
I to V., and particularly in Salaries and Wages, are affected to some extent by the fact that at
some hospitals articles are manufactured or works carried out by direct labour which at
others are purchased or put out to contract. These differences in the separate tables cancel
one another in the general Table VI.

In cases, however, where a congiderable amount of * Establishment Renewals and
Repairs” or “ Annual Cleaning " is carried out by means of a special staff directly employed
by the Hospital, the proportion of “ Salaries and Wages (Maintenance) ” returned as having
been incurred in respect of these items has been transferred from * Salaries and Wages "
to “ Establishment.” Otherwise injustice would result, since Establishment Charges are
omitted from the Report as not being readily controllable from year to year.

(16) Other Management Expenses.—Tables V. of each Group show the Total Management
Expenses divided into Official Salaries and Pensions, and other Management Expenses. The
latter division only has been treated as an account which is eontrollable from year to year.
The recipients of Salaries and Pensions cannot be dealt with from year to year on the same
principles as affect ordinary market dealings.

(17) In some cases comparisons of cost are affected by the fact thab at certain hospitals
the patients are xequired, unless too poor, to provide certain articles of food. These are as
follows: London Homeopathic—tea, butter and sugar; London—tes, butter and sugar;
Middlesezx, tea and sugar ; University College, tea and sugar.
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(18) The totals and general averages corresponding to .the columns marked (a).in
Bection I., Table L, for the différent groups of Hospitals, excluding those Hospitals that have
been omitted for various reasons, are as: follows :—

(21) Bolingbroks Hospital.—* Although the cost of provisions is higher there has been
a further reduction in the weekly cost of ea.ch In- patlent and it is hoped that this will be
maintained.” .

(22) Ceniral London Throat and Ear Hospital.— Greater increase in cost of ¢ Drugs,’
¢ Dressings,” ¢ Instruments.’

“ Drugs accounted for by greater a,nd extended use of Serums, Vaccines aud ¢ 606 ' The
last named itself an important and a costly item. N -

“ Dressings accounted for by a larger number of In-patients.
“ Instruments accounted for by a fuller equipment having been made.”:

(28) Finchley Cottage Hospital.—* The decrease in expenditure shown in the’y’:eﬁ.r' 1912
has been more than maintained in 1918, the cost of Maintenance being £58 less than in 1912
and £254 less than in 1911, in spite of an increase of 21 pahents over the number in 1912 and
of 48 over the number in 1911. The comparative saving last year was practically £100.
This economy has resulted in a reduction of the cost per putient per week, from £1. 15s. 9d.'in
1911 to £1. 8s. 5d. in 1912 and to £1. 7s. in 1913, These figures are shewn in the table on
page 7 of the Annual Report.” '

(24) Hampstead General Hospital—* The Out-patients’ Depariment was transferred
from the old premises of the -North-West London Hospital to the new building in Bayham
Street on the lst October, 1912.

“The efficient maintenance. of.a separate Department for Out-patients, 1} miles from the
main building, is more expensive than if the departments were adjommg, as a distinet medical
and domestic staff has to be provided.” L e - .

(25) Hospital and Home for Incurable Chtld'ren—Wash'mg Return.—The washmg
account averages £2. 10s, weekly. The average weekly bill is : [P
450 articles £1 4 0 -
Staff £1 0 0
Large sundries L‘O 6 0

Total £2 10 0”

(26) Kensington and Fulham General Hospital.—* Owing to the small number of beds
in proportion to the Out-patients treated it is almost impossible to keep a separate account
of the expenditure. Records are now, however, being kept which it is hoped in future will
permit an accurate division of the expenditure.”

(27) King’s College Hospital—* The cost per patient was abnormally high owing to
the exceptional conditions under which the work of the Hospital was carried on during
1918,

“ The old Hospital was closed on the 15th July, and a portion of the new buildings,
consisting of the Casualty Department and two Wards (56 beds) was opened on the
18th Oectober. The Out-patient department and four more Wards, containing 98 beds,
were opened on the 10th November.”

(28) London Fever Hospital.— The cost per bed must necessarily be high in this
Hospital for the following reasons among others,

« [nfectious fevers are not constantly with us—their prevalence comes in waves—some-
times several in the course of a year. At one time there may not be more than 40 or 50
Patients in the Hospital, at another there will be 140 or 150 or oven more. Hence for a part
of the year many beds are vacant. A non-infectious hospital usually keeps its beds full all
the year round. One of the size of the London Fever Hospital would probably pass 1,500
patients through its wards in a year, dividing its total cost by that number of patients.

“ We have to be prepared at all times for a rush of Patients, and the standing charges
(which include a seasoned nursing staff) are always the same. Our numbers of Patients vary
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from 600 to 800 yearly, which number, divided into the total expenditure, would show double
the cost per head compared with the non-infectious hospital quoted above.”

(29) London Homeopathic Hospital—Nursing.—“ We have no paying probationers,
therefore no ‘ Fee’ to reduce nursing cost.

“There has to be a larger number of Nurses on the Staff than in Hospitals with Medical
Schools. The Nurses of the Hospital do the work (dressings, etc.) done by Students in
Hospitals with Medical Schools.

“The Hospital does not employ Ward Maids, the work being done by Scrubbers. The
amount is included under Domestic Wages, instead of Nursing, making Domestic Expenses
higher.

« Domestic Wages.—Include Scrubbers’ Wages.
“The male servants are not boarded at the Hospital, but are paid extra wages in lieu
of food : therefore Domestic Wages are more, Provisions less.

« Provisions.—The Patients’ and Nurses’ fare is of the best and on a most liberal scale,
there being no limit to the amount they may consume.”

(80) Metropolitan Hospital.—* Patients are not called upon to provide themselves with
anything required for their treatment—not excluding Tea, Buiter, &e., or any article of food.

« Special provision is made for Jewish Patients, Jewish Cook, Jewish Kitchen, and
Jewish Wards.

“ Two top Wards, containing 36 beds, are still used for the housing of the Nurses.
“The proportion of Nurses is large because there are no Students.
“ The number of Resident Medical Officers is also large for the same reason.”

(81) National Hospital for Diseases ‘of the Heart.—“1t should be noted that the
Hospital in Soho Square was closed for the reception of Out-patients from the 16th December
and for In-patients from the 20th November, owing to removal to the new Hospital in
Westmoreland Street.”

(82) Paddington Green Children’s Hospital— In-patient Department. Re Milk.—The
Medical Committee of this Hospital being of opinion that the supply of Milk for the Patients
in the Wards should continue to be obtained from special Laboratories, the extra cost of
milk, due to this fact, in 1918 was £40. 2s. 4d.

« Qut-Patient Department. Re Cost of each Out-patient Attendance.—The supplies of
medicines, surgical dressings, &c., given to Out-patients were as follows :

(88) Poplar Hospital.—* Please note in regard to the cost of Out-patients that we do
not make any Patients coming to the Casualty Department Ifedical Out-patients. Our
Out-patient Department, as distinguished from the Casualty Department, treats Surgical Out-
patients only.”

(84) Queen Charlotte’s Lying-in Hospital.—-* The increase in the cost per In-patient
and the cost per Out-patient for the year 1918 is entirely accounted for by the diminution in
the number of patients brought about by the operation of the National Insurance Act
(Maternity Benefit)— see Report of Committee of Management, page 9--for while with a
reduced number of patients there will be less expenditnre on some items—such as provisions,
for example—the bulk of the expenditure will not be affected by a reduction in the number of
patients.

“If there had been the same number of In-patients in 1918 as in 1912 and if the
expenditure on provisions had been the same in 1918 as in 1912 (i.e. £1,584 instead of £1,805),
the cost per In-patient per week would have been £1. 16s. 7d. instead of £2. 0s. 4d.

e
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“ Similarly if the number of Out-patients (women delivered at home) in 1918 had been
about the same as in 1912, the cost per patient and per attendance in 1918 would have.been
less instead of more than in 1912,

“Tncluded in the cost per In-patient is the expenditure of the Departnient for the
examination of patients (both In and Out) before labour., This Department has developed
considerably of recent years, and the expenditure on the Department during 1918 is estimated
at £184. The number of patients examined during the year was 1,600, and the number of
examinations was 2,100, If the amount £184 be deducted from the cost per In-Patient, the
amount per week would be reduced by 11d.”

(85) Royal Free Hospital.—~* The Mutermty Department has been credited for the ﬁrst
time with the full number of attendances.”

(86) The Royal Hospital.for Diseases of the Chest,—* Salaries and Wages,~The
Expenditure under the sub-heading ¢ Medical’ includes a sum of £800. 11s. 2d. being the
amount of honorarium paid to the members of the Medical Staff.

“ Beds (80) During 1918 each of the three Wards was closed for a fortnight for cleaning
purposes. This reduced the daily number of available beds from 80 to 76.  In addition to
this 8 beds (one in each ward) are always kept vacant daily for the reception of ¢ Emergency ’
Cages, which further reduces the daily. number of available beds to 78,

“ Average Oost of each Out-patient.—The enlargement of the Out-patient depmttment
which bas entailed increased cost of maintenance, and the diminution in the number of new
Out-patients during 1918 as compared w1th the previous year, accounts for the increase in the
average cost per Out-patient.”

(87) St. George’s Hospital.—* Strict supervision has been exerclsed ove1 the ekpendxtme
of each Department compatible with the proper treatment of Patients.

¢ All provisions, including tea, sugar, and butter, are supplied to the Patients quite free.

“ When Patients are unmble to provide for their personal washing being done the Hospital
hag it-don@ for them.”

(38) St. Mary's Hospital, Paddington—Extract from the Annual Report—Expendi»
ture.—* The year witnessed a material increase in the expenditure, an' increase not confined
to'a few items or due to dny upecial or passing conditions, but one spread over the whole
expenditure of the Hospital, and of a character bearing cvery appearance of permanerice:

“A greatly enlarged Casualty Department and Resident Medieal Officers’ Quarters, a
large new Clinieal Laboratory, and other improvements of lesser dimensions, involved heavy
additional expense for lighting, heatmv supply of hot water, cleaning, and other charges.

“Increases of staff in the Pathologlcal Department, and considerable increases of salary
for the Officers already there, greatly augmented the amount of Salaries and Wages, & head
of expenditure which was further increased by the appointment of an additional Surgeon
and Porter in the Casualty Department, by an addition of five to the Nursing Establishment,
and by the appointment of an’ attendant in the new Clinical Laborvatory. Of course these
additions to the Staff were inevitably attended by increases in the cost of upkeep generally.

“ Combined with these causes was the undoubtedly. greater intensity of the work of the
Hospital as distinguished from the mere number of patients, and the constantly inereasing
costliness of modern treatment. Evidence of these is afforded by the increase in the number
of operations, 2,818 in 1918 compared with 2,187 in 1911; of clinical investigations by the
staff of the Pathologlcal Department, 1,848 in 1918, compared with 923 in 1911: of X-ray
examinations, 8,655 in 1918, compared with 2,781 in 1911, by the fact that one drug alone
(Salvarsan) was responsible for an addltlona.l expenditure of £60, and by -the greutly
increased prevalence of special diets in the dietary of the patients,

“The National Insurance Act was responsible for the addition of some. £130 to the
expenditure, in Employers’ Contributions, beside the expense of an adchtlonal olerk Lo
perform the extra clerical work which it entailed. -

“The whole question has recently been carefully mvestxguted and veported on to thé
Board by the Honorary Auditors and the House and Finance Committes, and the Board are
satisfied that the increnses of Expenditure to which attention is now drawn are due” chiofly
to the above causes and to-others of similar character, and not to extravaganee or waste or
other preventible causes. The efforts of the Board to maintain the utmost - economy of
expenditure consistent with efficiency have not been and will not be relaxed.” .
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(89) St. Mary’s Hospital for Women and Children.—* The increased cost for each
Out-patient and Oub-patient attendance is largely due to the following reasons :—

(i) “A reduction in the number of applicants, causing certain standing or fixed charges
to be borne by a smaller number.

(ii.) *“The inability to obtain a Junior Reserve Medical Officer, necessitating the employ-
ment of Locum Tenentes for a large part of the year.”

(40) Unaversity College Hospital.——** A further rise in the prices of Provisions and Coal
and the opening of the Male and Female Phthisical Wards may be given as reasons for the
increases under these headings.”

(41) Woolwich and Plumstead Cottage Hospital—*The Governors wish to draw
particular attextion to the matters of expenditure referred Lo in their Report to the subscribers
and in the footnote to the Statistical Tables. It will be seen from this Report that certain
items of exceptional expenditure (including («) the provision of new and modern bedsteads
and provision of a larger stock of bed linen; . . . . {¢) linoleum stair covering with rubber
nosings have been laid) have been paid during 1918 out of current income and this had the
result of increasing the cost.

“The Governors also direct attention to the fact that they have no Out-patients depar.
ment 50 called, yet a number of minor cases are dealt with in the Surgery and by the Doctors
which inevitably increases the cost, the whole of which is for statistical purposes borne by the
In-patients.

“ The expenses of management are high by reason of the incorporation of the Association
under the Companies (Consolidation) Act 1908 which has now been ecarried out and concluded.
This is of course a non-recurring expenditure.”

The Hospitals dealt with in the Report taken together provided a
total of 8,963 beds in' average daily occupation in. 1914. The total
number - of In-patients admitted  during that year was 134,025, while
1,321,104 patients attended at the Out-patient Departments.

The total ordinary expenditure during the year at these Hospitals,
including Maintenance, -Administration, -Rent, Rates and Taxes, but
excluding capital expenditure, and interest on borrowed money, amounted
to €1,081,162.

.On this occagion, the results of Hospitals to which Medical Schools
are attached are for the first time stated separately from those relating to
Hospitals working without Medical Schools : this rearrangement has been
made at the suggestion of some of the Hospitals and we think it will now
be easier to compare the expenses of Hospitals of a similar character with
each other, as well as with those which work on different lines.

The total expenditure again shows a small increase over that of the
preceding year, while, on the other hand, the number of available beds
has been slightly reduced and the patients treated both in beds in the

Hospitals and in the Out-patient Departments are somewhat fewer.
N
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The grants made by this Fund and by the Metropolitan Hospital
Sunday and Hospital Saturday Funds have again very materially added
to the available resources of these Hospitals which, although all legacies
received have been included in the income, would, but for the assistance
of these Funds, have fallen much below the necessary expenditure.

Amongst the In-patients treated during the year are included 5,478
naval or military patients (chiefly wounded soldiers), being the number
admitted by understanding with the Authorities during the last few
months of 1914. A very much larger number of such patients are being
treated in the London Voluntary Hospitals during the year 1915.

The wholly exceptional circumstances under which the London
Hospitals had to carry on their work during the latter part of 1914 would
render comparisons with previous years of little value. The cost of
working was affected in Hospitals generally by the rise of prices and the
difficulties created by the departure for Military and Red Cross duties of
members of the medical, nursing and administrative staffs ; while at many
Hospitals the number of occupied beds (which has a considerable effect on
the cost per bed) was affected either by beds being added for the use of the
wounded or by beds being kept vacant in readiness for their accommoda-
tion at short notice. )

After careful consideration of the exceptional circumstances of the
latter part of the year 1914, it has been decided to omit, on this oceasion,
all comparisons with previous years; and all calculations based on the
difference between the results of working at individual Hospitals and the
average cost have therefore been omitted. The figures of the cost of each
Hospital and the average cost of each group are given, so that the effect
of the conditions arising out of the war may be ascertained, and Hospital
Managers may, by reference to the tables, be assisted in maintaining
control over expenditure.

‘We appreciate the value of comparative yearly statistics too highly
to omit themn willingly ; but we believe that no valuable results would be
shown, and no advantages would be gained, by compa,ring the results of
1914 with those of any previous year.

It is hardly necessary to add that at a time When, as at present,
exceptional circumstances have occasioned considerable increase in the
cost of working, the necessity of preventing any increase that can be
avoided is more than ever urgent and the expenditure at the London
Hospitals (where a high standard of efficiency is essential and is generally
attained) will, we feel sure, be carefully controlled and will continue to

receive - the attentive consideration of the Fund.

Tre Statistical Repoiﬁ deals J:ahis year with the “expenditure in 1914
of 108 Hospltals These include nearly all the Hospitals which apply for

glants from the Fund, as well ‘as some others which very kindly supply’

the necessary 1nformat10n and thus enable thls ‘Report to be more com-
plete tha,n it Would 0therw1se be.*

Special Circumstances of‘ 1914.

The circumstances of the Hospitals during the latter part of 1914
were so exceptional that it has been thought desirable to modify the form
of Report to-a considerable extent. In the first place, the outbreak of
war .was followed by a rise of prices which was particularly marked in
the case of many articles usually, obtained from abroad, and of many
articles greatly in demand for the military medical service. In the
second place, the work of the Hospitals and the cost of that work was
affected by the withdrawal of many of the medical, nursing, and adminis-
trative staffs for various forms of war service. In the third place, the
action of a large number of the Hospitals in placing beds at the disposal
bf.‘_the Authorities for the treatment of sick and wounded soldiers or
sailors resulted in variations in the average number of occupied beds
sufficient in some cases to affect appreombly the cost per bed. At some
of these Hospitals the number of beds in avérage occupation was increased
by the &ddltl_on of beds speéially provided for the naval or military
patients. At others the number was reduced by the necessity of retaining
unoccupied, 8o as- to be ready for the accommodation of wounded at the
shortest  notice, beds the use of which had been offered to the Authorities
and accepted by them... These variations affect the figure which forms the
divisor in the calculations of cost per bed, without at the same time
affecting to anything like the same exteunt the figure of expenditure which
forms the dividend. They therefore tend to produce variations in the
cost of working, sometimes in the direction of a decrease, sometimes in
that of an increase.

On the whole ‘there has been a general increase in cost combined
‘with a‘decrease in the number of occupied beds. It would be quite
possible to express the total value of ‘this increase in cost by the same
method as has been adopted in previous Reports—namely, by working out
the averajge‘ldifferen'ce in’'cost per bed -and multiplying this by the total
number of beds. This would give the amount by which the cost of that
number of beds in 1914 exceeded the amount which the same number
would have cost if Worked at the same rate.as in 1913. But this figure,

. See note 19 on page 81.
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which serves as a useful measure of total changes in cost under ordinary
circumstances, would be comparatively valueless when the cost is affected
by changes in the number of beds due to causes quite outside the ordinary
circumstances of the Voluntary Hospitals.

Moreover, the figure might, under present conditions, be misleading,
for it might be mistaken for quite a different figure—namely, the total
increase in expenditure which the war ha,s imposed on the Hospltals and
-which they have to meet by securing an egmva.lent‘ increase in their
sources of income. This latter figure might well be of real value when it
is possible to calculate it for a complete year. But it is guite distingt
from the figure of the total value of the changes in cost per bed which
has hitherto been given in these Reports. )

Modification of the Report.

It has therefore been decided to omit altogether in this Prefa,tory
Note the comparisons between 1914 and the previous year, and in the
tables the figures of relative cost based on compamsons between ‘each
Hospital in a group and the average of the group.

At the same time, it has not been thought desirable to suépend the
preparation of the Report altogether. The cost per bed at each Hospital
is therefore given, and the average for each group. The governing body
of each Hospital can thus see by comparison with previous reports what
the increase of cost has been, and can obtain by comparison with other
Hospitals material for estimating whether the increase is suoh as was to
be expected from the changed circumstances, or whether these changes
have been accompanied by any increase or decrease in the control
exercised over expenditure with a view to securing economy.

For the assistance of those who wish to use the Report for this
purpose the following statement of the principles on which the-figures.of
cost are calculated and set out, mainly repeated from last: year 8 report
may be found useful. .

Objects and Methods of the Reports

The object of the Report is to assist Hospitals in eontrollmg 'Ghelr
expenditure, and thus in ensuring that as large g proportion as possible
of their available funds is devoted to the purpose of maintaining and
improving the efficiency of their work. The method adopted in the Reports
is to compare the expenditure at each Hospital with the expenditure at
other Hospitals, and with the average. of those Hospitals with which it is
most comparable.

Tt is not suggested, however, that the lowest expendlture is inténded
to be taken as a model. All the comparisons are with the average, and'éven
so the Report must not be assumed necessarily to imply any criticism of

the excesses above the average.. It only gives the figures as matters for
investigation.on the part of those concerned.

. For the purpose -of making the: comparisons -as fa.lr as poss1ble to the
various- Hospitals and :as useful as possible as:an aid to the control of
expenditure, the following specla,l principles are observed in the preparation
of the Reports :— . .

(#) The compa.nsons are limited to the items of expenditure
whlch are the more capable of control. Certain items are thus
excluded .sometimes because they are liable to wide and unavoidable
va.rlatlons as between one year and another or between one Hospital and
a,nothel someblmes because they cannot readily be modified by the
Hosplta.l Commitfees. These include the following, viz.: Repairs and
other Establishment Charges, Official Salariés and Pensions, Finance,
and Rent, Rates and Taxes.* It will therefore be borne in mind that
wherever in this Report a total or an average cost per bed or per out-patient
attendance is stated,} the figure is exclusive of the above mentioned
charges, and that variations in the figures cannot be explained by reference
to variations in these items.

(b) The Hospitals are, as far as practicable, arranged in groups, so that
the comparisons may be between Hogpitals whose work is more or less
closely comparable, and the group system is followed in all calculations
of averages. . This is not intended to prevent comparisons between
Hospitals. in different groups, a process for which, in fact, special facilities
are provided in the preliminary alphabetical tables on pages 26 to 31. In
the case of Hospitals which cannot be arranged in groups, the comparisons
are confined to the preliminary tables and no group averages are calculated.

(¢) The comparisons are made not only for the total expenditure on
the various controllable items put together (Table VII. of each group), but
also for each of the main sub-heads of expenditure separately, viz.:
Provisions, . Surgery- and Dispensary, Domestic, Salaries and Wages
(maintenance), and Management other than Official Salaries and Pensions
(Tables IL. to VI.). ~This sub-division is intended to facilitate the discovery
of the source of any excess which seems to require justification. It must
be borne in mind, however, that Hospitals where direct labour is employed
to carry out work (such as, for example, the manufacture of drugs), which
at other Hospitals is paid for in the.purchase price, will show a propor-
tionately larger expenditure on Salaries and Wages and a correspondingly
smaller: expenditure on.[say}, Surgery and Dispensary or whatever the

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Such statistical particulars as are available of the WOfk done ‘at the
different Hospitals are seb out in the first table relating o' each group:
This table shows the average length of stay of in-patients,.and :the
average number of attendances per out-patient. In the present issue of
the Report columns are added giving the statistics relating to naval
and military patients included in the figures of in-patients.

The group tables are preceded by general alphabetical tables giving
particulars of work done, total expenditure, and cost per occupied bed
and per out-patient attendance (in respect of the items controllable from
year to year) for all the institutions. This introductéry section now
forms in itself a very nearly complete statistical record of these figures
for all the Hospitals of London which observe the Revised Uniform
System of Accounts.* R

The group tables are followed by a special section dealing with the
cost of hospital laundries as compared with the cost of washing not done
on hospital premises. This is followed by a short section onPrices, and
the Report concludes with notes, partly added by the Fund itself and
partly supplied by the Hospitals.

In drawing conclusions from any of the tables it must be understood
that they profess to give only the material for a comparisori' of outlay,
and the question in each case remains, how far a given cost above the
average is justifiable, or whether'a givén cost below the average is attained
at a sacrifice of some element of full efficiency.” For this purpose many
considerations must be taken into account which will readily occur to
those concerned in hospital management. ' Quite apart from  special
conditions arising out of the war there may be differences in. efficiency
or in unavoidable circumstances, as well as in economy of management.
Most of these considerations cannot-be expressed in statistics at all;
others could not he included in a manageable form in a report dealing
with 108 Hospitals. This Report: will .have- served its purpose .if it
stimulates inquiry into the causes: of ‘high cost and assists Hospital
Managers to see in what departments the source.of the: excess is to be
found, and to reduce it wherever it cannot be justified.

A New Serics.

Since no comparisons with past years are made in this year’s Report,
the present issue may be taken as the first of a new series, or rather of
a special transitional series covering the period during which ‘no such
comparisons can usefully be made. This transitional series affords a
convenient opportunity for introducing into the Report any changés which
experience may have shown to be desirable, and which would, if introduced
in the middle of a series, cause a break in the comparisons.” -~ -

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One such change is made in’the present issue—namely, the sub-
division of the larger General Hospitals into two groups, those with
Medical Schools and those without. Any further suggestions of alterations
in the methods of presenting the statistics will receive the most careful
consideration of the Fund, so that, when the time comes for beginning a
new continuous series, the Report may be in a form which will render it
as useful as possible for the purpose for which it is prepared.

(16) Other Management Expenses.—Tables VL. of each Group show the Total Management
Expenses divided into Official Salaries and Pensions, and other Management Expenses. The
latter division only has been treated as an account which is controllable from year to year.
The recipients of Salaries and Pensions cannot be dealt with from year to year on the same
principles ag affect ordinary market dealings.

(17) In some cases comparisons of cogt are affected by the fact that at certain hospitals
the patients are required, unless too poor, to provide certain articles of food. These are as
follows : London Homamopathic—tea, butter and sugar; London—tea, butter and sugar;

(21) Bolingbroke Hospital.—*The War has increased the price of nearly all articles
used, and this is one of the main causes of the extra weekly cost of the In-patients.”

(22) Finchley Cottage Hospital.—* The expenditure on the Hospital this year is £66
more than that last year. The items mainly responsible for this increase are set forth below : —

(24) Hospital of St. John and St. Elizabeth—**Number of Beds.—When War broke out
the Hospital made an offer to the Government of 40 beds, and for the months of August,
September, and October these beds were kept empty. We daily expected the wounded
soldiers, but none arrived, the 40 empty beds thus greatly reducing our average in the ¢ daily
enumeration of Patients.’

“ Towards the end of October, many wounded coming over, the Hospital made an offer of
100 beds for the men (which was accepted by the Government), and on the 1st of November,
1914, 65 wounded soldiers arrived ; and from that day to this the beds have been kept well
oceupied, the numbers ranging from 75 to nearly 100 men.

“ From November 1, 1914, to the present time we have had :—
100 beds set aside for the fighting men (and should beds be empty urgent civilian cases
are received).
17 beds for surgieal cases, women.
17 beds for medical cases, women.
17 beds for children.

Total 151 beds”

(25) London Homaopathic Hospital—Salaries and Wages-—Nursing.—* There has to
be a larger number of Nurses on the Staff than in Hospitals with Medical Schools. The
Nurses of the Hospital do the work (dressings, etc.) done by the Students in Hospitals with
Medical Schools.

“The male servants are not boarded at the Hospital, but are paid extra wages in lieu
of food : therefore Domestic Wages are more, Provisions less.”

(26) London Hospital.—* Attention is called to the fact that while the average number
of beds occupied daily during 1914 only increased by 5 on 1918, the number of In-patients
treated to a conclusion was increased by 1,162.”
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(27) Metropolitan Hospital.— Patients are not called upon to provide themiselves with
anything required for their treatment.

“ Special provision is made for Jewish Patients, Jewish Cook, Jewish Kitchen, and
Jewish Wards.

“Two top Wards, containing 86 beds, are still used for the housing of the Nurses.

*“The Resident Medical Officers give all anwsthetics.

“ Special attention is given to the training of Nurses.”

(28) Middiesex Hospital.—* Apart from the War the expenditure account would have
shown heavier maintenance charges. The triennial cleanings and repair of the buildings,
and the renewal and repair of furniture and equipment, which are undertaken at the same
time, add considerably to the normal expenditure, and render any comparison with the
previous year’s account imperfect. .

“The decrease in the number of patients treated brought about by the closure of each
ward in turn vitiates any comparison based upon the average cost of each patient per week.

 In 1914, however, a factor far more important in its influence has to be reckoned with,
namely, the excessive rise in prices paid for practically every commodity used, and every form
of labour employed. There is hardly a single item of the account which has remained
unaffected by this cause. Contracts expiring after the declaration of War could not be renewed
exocept at ruling market prices, and, in some instances, not even then, having regard to the
likelihood of a further rise in prices occurring. In the case of unexpired contracts, refusal to
deliver, or applications for concessions had to be carefully considered, and, even when the
maximum, assessed in a spirit of fairness and moderation induced by a just appreciation of

- the exceptional circumstances, had been exacted, increased expenditure on all sides was

inevitable.”

(29) Middlesex Hospital Cancer Charity.— Comparing the charges with those for the
previous year, we find that the total average cost of each patient per week rose from
£1 19s. 9'52d. to £2 3s. 5°97d., and that the average total cost of the complete treatment of
each patient shows an increase of £4 0s. 0'984. The causes for this are not far to seek. The
triennial cleaning and repair of the whole of the building, with the renewal and repair of
equipment and farniture, which is undertaken at the same time, affocted the majority of the
items of the account, but ¢ Domestic > [and ¢ Establishment '] charges most of all. This factor
in itself would have produced a considerable increase of expenditure, but another, the
abnormally high prices resulting from the War, exerted even a greater influence on the
account.”

(80) National Hospital for Diseases of the Heart—*It will be noticed that the
average number of Beds occupied daily is given as 20. This low figure is due to the fact
that the In-patient Department was only partially opened on the 19th of January, 1914, on
which date one patient was admitted. The reason for this was, of course, the removal of the
Hospital from its 0ld premises in Soho Square to the new building in Westmoreland Street.

“In order to illustrate the difference which this temporary closing has effected on our
Statistics, it may be mentioned that had we been open from January 1st our Average number
of Beds occupied daily would have been 23 (instead of 20) and our Average Total Cost of
each In-patient per week £1. 12s. 6d. instead of £1. 17s. 8d.”

(81) Paddington Green Children’s Hospital— In-patient Department. Re Milk.—The
Medical Committee of this Hospital being of opinion that the supply of Milk for the Patients
in the Wards should continue to be obtained from special Laboratories, the extra cost of
malk, due to this faict, in 1914 was £88. 2s. 7d.

“ Qut-Patient Department. Cost of each Out-patient Aitendance.—The supplies of
medicines, surgical dressings, &c., given to Out-patients were as follows :

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(82) Poplar Hospital.— Please note in regard to the cost of Out-patients that we do
not make any Patients coming to the Casualty Department ¢ Medical Out-patients. Our
Out-patient Department, as distinguished from the Casualty Department, treats ¢ Surgical
OQut-patients only.’”

(88) Queen Charlotte’s Lying-in Hospital.—-** The increase in the cost per In-patient
in 1914 is chiefly accounted for under the head of ‘Domestic.” The Gifts of the Ladies’
Association are now required to be included in the General Account. These amounted last
year to £892-—equivalent to 2s. 6d. per patient per week.

< Since the outbreak of War the prices of provisions, drugs, and many other Hospital
requirements have increased considerably, and the cost per patient would have been
materially less but for these unavoidable increases.

“The Committee further desire to draw attention to the continuous increase in the
number of operative cases treated at the Hospital, which is far in excess of the numbers at
any other Lying-in Hospital. As an instance it may be mentioned that the operation of
caesarean section was performed on 42 occasions in 1914, Also the number of serious cases
admitted as emergencies has greatly increased of recent years. Last year 136 such cases were
admitted. They are invariably cases sent by medical men because of their serious nature
and they involve expenditure on a much higher scale than in the case of normal labours.”

(84) The Royal Hospital for Diseases of the Chest.—* Surgery and Dispensary.—
Under the sub-heading of ¢ Instruments and Appliances’ is included the cost of renewals and
repairs o instruments, apparatus, &c., used in the following Special Departments :—Patho-
logical, Cardiological, Laryngological, X-Ray, Dental.

% Salaries, Wages, ¢c.—The Expenditure under the sub-heading ‘ Medical’ includes a
sum of £260, being honoraria paid to the Physicians; also the salaries of a whole-time
Pathologist and a Medical Registrar (appointed in October) at £120 and £105 per annum .
respectively. :

« Beds (80) Daily average, 66. During 1914 each of the three Wards was closed for a
fortnight for cleaning purposes, which reduced the daily number of available beds from
80 to 76.”

(85) Royal National Orthopadic Hospital.—*The average weekly cost of each In-
patient is increased for two reasons, among others : —

(i) “ 180 beds were accepted by War Office in August and remained empty till October 18.

(ii) “ The proportion of adult Patients and the number of operations have largely
increased as & result of the military work.”

(86) St. George's Hospital.—* Laundry Bwpenses.—In a very few cases the Patients
get their personal washing done themselves ; in the large majority of cases Hospital garments
are used and are washed at the Hospital’s expense.”

(87) St. Monica’s Home Hospital.—*For some weeks it was necessary to keep many
beds empty owing to an outbreak of chicken pox and whooping-cough, and subsequently each
ward was closed in turn while the electric light was being installed. The average number of
beds occupied was consequsntly less than in the previous year, and the average cost of each
In-patient per week was proportionately higher, being £1. 10s. 2d. as compared with
£1, 1s. 4d. in 1918 and £1. 6s. in 1912.”

(88) St. Thomas’s Hospital.—* Surgery and Dispensary.—A new Gynmcological Theatre
has been equipped and the stock of surgical instruments enlarged. On the outbreak of War,
drugs likely to rise in price were purchased and a much heavier stock than usual was held at
the end of the year.

« Domestic.—The stock of linen was considerably enlarged at an extra cost of £2,200
beyond the Ordinary Expenditure for renewals. Renewal of Furniture.—A new supply “of
bedsteads was purchased at an outlay of £399 and included in Ordinary Expenditure.”

(89) Woolwich and Plumstead Cotiage Hospital.—* The Governors of this Hospital
point out that during 1914 there had been a saving in total expenditure of about £100,
notwithstanding special work had been carried out to improve the efficiency of the Hospital
during that year. They also point out that the accommodation for patients and staff is now
infinitely better than some four years ago. The new items include new bedsteads, full stock
of linen and dressings, electric installation and special lamps in theatre, new floor covering for
wards, newly built outbuildings for storage purposes and new bathroom for nurses. These
improvements, other than the last, were paid for out of income. The entire cost of the
out-patients is included with the cost per bed. These items naturally cause a relatively high
cost per bed. The Governors are satisfied that the work of the Hospital is carried out as
economically as is consistent with efficiency.”

These Hospitals, taken together with St. Bartholomew’s Hospital, provided
a total of 10,942 beds in average daily occupation in 1915. : The total number
of In-patients admitted during that year was 157,510, while 1,333,706 patients
attended at the Out-patient Departments.

Out of the total of 157,510 In-patients, 28,645 were naval or military
patients treated by understanding with the authorities ; these patients repre-
senting an average for the whole year of 2,378 occupied beds, or nearly 22 per
cent. of the total average occupied beds.

It will be noticed that the total average occupied beds was raised from
9,766 in 1913 to 10,942 in 1915, an increase of 1,176 beds ; it follows, there-
fore, that 1,202 of the number of beds occupied by the naval and military
patients were taken from those previously used by civilians, the remaining
1,176 beds for war patients being provided for by an increase in the total
accommodation at the Hospitals.

The total ordinary expenditure during the year at these Hospitals
(with St. Bartholomew’s), including Maintenance, Administration, Rent, Rates,
and Taxes, but excluding capital expenditure, interest on borrowed money,

and contributions to the maintenance of Convalescent Homes and Country
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branches, amounted to £1,342,127. Towards this outlay, the receipts
from the authorities in aid of the expenditure on naval and military
patients -amounted to £150,920, or just over 11 per-cent. of the total
ordinary expenditure ; leavmg £1,191,207 to be met out of the normal sources
of Hospital revenue.

As the total ordinary expendltule In 1913 was £1,142, 938 the London
Voluntary Hospitals had to meet, as compared with the year before the war,
an additional working expenditure of £48,269.

As is well known, the cost of drugs and provisions has continually risen

during the year under review ; while the difficulties of staffing Hospitals have_
been very largely increased by the urgent demands for Physwla.ns, Surgeons

and Nurses for the Naval and Military forces.

In view of this increase in total work and total expenditure, the 1mp0rtance
of the grants made by this Fund and by the Hospital Sunday and Hospital
Saturday Funds needs no emphasis ; while the necessity for the maintenance of
voluntary subscriptions from the charitable public is obvious.

For reasons explained in the Prefatory Note, comparisons of cost per bed
between the current year and the previous year have again been omitted.
The average cost at each Hospital, and the average cost of each grodp of
Hospitals, continue, however, to be prepared for the assistance of Hospital
Managers in controlling expenditure—the importance of which branch of
administration is increased rather than diminished by the unavoidable
increase in the total outlay.

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 PREFATORY NOTE.

THE Statistical Report deals this year with the expenditure in 1915 of 109
Hospitals. These include nearly all the Hospitals which apply for grants from
the lFund, as well as some othérs which very kindly supply the necessary
information, and thus enable the Report to be more complete than it would
otherwise be.*

o Further Modification of the Eeport.

The Bel}ort this year has been still further reduced in size. This is partly
due to motives of econory in cost, in postage, and in paper, and partly to the
fach that much of the material which is useful in ordinary times is useless
under war conditions. As was pointed out in the last Report, the cost of
workihg ab Hospitals has been affected by the rise of prices, by the shortage of
workers both skilled and unskilled, and by changes in the number of occupied
beds due to the provision of beds for wounded soldiers.

~ The last named cause, in particular, affects Hospitals very unequally.
Sometimes it operates so as to decrease the number of beds occupied, and thus
increase the cost per bed ; sometimes so as to increase the number and decrease
the cosb. In either case it often acts in a manner quite outside the control of
the Hospital management. '
For these reasons the calculations based on comparisons with average
cost have again been omitted ; while this year the tables are printed in a con-
densed form, and the comparisons of laundry expenditure have been suspended.

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Although these changes are the combined result of a number of causes
operating at more than one hundred different institutions, the general com-
parison will give some idea of the way in which the war has affected the work
and expenditure of the London voluntary Hospitals taken as a whole.

The average number of occupied beds increased between 1913 and 1916
from 9,766 to 10,942, As 2,378 of these beds were accounted for in 1915 by
the admission of naval or military patients, the average number of beds
occupied by civilian patients fell from 9,766 to 8,564. To put the same change
in another way, the treatment of 28,645 naval or military patients in 1915 was
accompanied by a decrease of 15,077 in the number of civilian in-patients,
leaving a net increase of 13,568 in the total number of persons admitted to the
wards. ' . ‘

The total ordinary expenditure, which in 1918 was £1,142,938, had rigen in
1915 to £1,342,127, an increase of £199,189. In so far as this increase was due
to the treatment of naval or military patients, it was partially covered by
contributions from the authorities amounting to £150,920. The balance,
amounting to  £48,269, represents the additional ordinary expenditure*
which fell on the funds of the voluntary Hospitals of London during 1915.

Objects and Methods of the Reports.

The object of the detailed tables in the body of the Report is to assist
hospital managers, and others interested, in controlling : expenditure, and
thus reducing as far as possible that part of the increase in cost which is not
represented by an increase in the quantity or quality of the work done. The
method adopted is to compare the expenditure at each Hospital with the
cxpenditure at other Hospitals, and with the average of those Hospitals
with which it is most comparable. Increases which are common to all
Hospitals can thus be distinguished from those Whlch are pecuha.r to any
particular institution.

It is not suggested, however, that the lowest expenditure is intendeéd to be
taken as a model. All the comparisons are with the average ; and even 8o the
Report must not be assumed necessarily to imply any criticism of the excesses
above the average. It only gives the figures as matters for mvestlga.tlon on the
part of those concerned.

For the purpose of making the comparisons as fair as poss1b1e to the
various Hospitals and as useful as possible as an aid to the control .of expendl-
ture, the following special principles are observed in the preparation of ‘the
Reports :— :

(@) The comparisons are limited to the 1tems of expendlture wluch are the
more capable of control. Certain items are thus excluded, sometimes because
they are liable to wide and unavoidable variations as between one year and
another or between one Hospital and-another, sometimes because they cannot
readily be modified by the Hospital Committees. These include the following,

viz. : Repairs and other Establishment Charges, Official Salaries and Pensions,
Fmance, and Rent, Rates and Taxes.t It will therefore be borne in mind that

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wherever in this Report a total or an averags cost per bed or. per sut-patient
attendance is stated, the figure is exclusive of the above mentioned charges,
and that variations in the figures cannot be explamed by reference to varia-
tions in these items.

(b) The Hospitals are, as far as practmable, arranged in groups, so.that the
comparisons may be between Hospitals whose work is more or less closely
comparable, and the group system is followed in all calculations of averages.
This is not intended to.prevent comparisons between Hospitals in different
groups, a process for which, in fact, special facilities are provided in the pre-
liminary alphabetical tables on pages 24 to 29. In the case of Hospitals which
cannot be arranged in groups, the comparisons are confined to the prehmmary
tables and no group averages are calculated.

(¢) The comparisons are made not only for the total expenditure on the
various controllable items put together, but also for each of the main sub-
heads of expenditure separately, viz.: Provisions, Surgery and Dispensary,
Domestic, Salaries and Wages (maintenance), and Management other than
Official Salaries and Pensions. This sub-division is intended to facilitate
the discovery of the source of any excess which seems to require justification.
It must be borne in mind, however, that Hospitals where direct labour is
employed to carry out work (such as, for example, the manufacture of drugs),
which at other Hospitals is paid for in the purchase price, will show a pro-
portionately larger expenditure on Salaries and Wages and a correspondingly
smaller expenditure on [say) Surgery and Dispensary or whatever the special
heading may be.* Differences due to this cause cancel out in the comparisons
of total expenditure.t

Such statistical particulars as are available of the work done at the
different Hospitals are set out in the first table relating to each group. This
table shows the average length of stay of in-patients, and the average number
of attendances per out-patient. In the present issue of the Report, as in the
last, columns are added giving the statistics relating to naval and military
patients included in the figures of in-patients.

The group tables are preceded by general alphabetical tables giving
particulars of work done, total expenditure, and cost per occupied bed and per
out-patient attendance (in respect of the items controllable from year to year)
for all the institutions. This introductory section now forms in itself a very
nearly complete statistical record of these figures for all the Hospitals of
London which observe the Revised Uniform System of Accounts.}

In drawing conclusions from any of the tables it must be understood that
they profess to give only the material for a comparison of outlay, and the
question in each case remains, how far a given cost above the average is
justifiable, or whether a given cost below the average is attained at a sacrifice
of some element of full efficiency. For this purpose many considerations must

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be taken into acecount which will readily occur to those concerned in hospital
management. Quite apart. from special conditions arising out of:the:war
there may be differences in efficiency -or inunavoidable circumstances, as well
as in economy of administration. Most of these considerations cannot be ex-
pressed in statistics at all ; others could not be included in a manageable form
in a report dealing with more than-one hundred Hospitals. - This Report will
have served its purpose if it stimulates inquiry into the causes of high cost and
assists hospital managers to see in what departments the source of the excess
is to be found, and to reduce it whereverit cannot be justified.
