We have the honour humbly to submit the Nineteenth Annual Statistical
Report, prepared by Mr. Maynard under the direction of the Hospital
Economy Committee of the King’s Fund from the published accounts of one
hundred and thirteen London Hospitals and from returns made to the Fund.

These Hospitals are :—

12 General Hospitals, with Medical Schools and with an average of
over 100 beds in daily occupation.
10 General Hospitals, without Medical Schools and with an average
of over 100 beds in daily occupation.
11 Smaller General Hospitals.

In these Hospitals the figures for 1921 were as follows :—

Beds in average daily occupation ... 10,340
In-patients admitted ... ... 163,438

Comparative figures for 1920 and 1913 are given in a table on page 12.

The total expenditure during the year at these Hospitals, including Main-
tenance, Administration, Rent, Rates, and Taxes, interest on borrowed
money, and contributions to the maintenance of Convalescent Homes and
Country branches, but excluding capital expenditure, amounted to
£2,776,603. The corresponding figure in 1913 was £1,192,199, and in
1920 £2,784,277.

The London Voluntary Hospitals thus had in 1921 to provide, as com-
pared with 1913, an additional amount of £1,584,404. This amount, though
slightly less than in 1920, represents an increased expenditure of nearly
133 per cent. over the total in 1913.

There is a common impression that the present financial difficulties of
the Hospitals are due to a decrease in income, that the charitable public are
no longer able to give, and that patients who can afford {o contribute are
unwilling to give.

The facts are just the opposite, as will be seen from the table on page 12.
The total income of the London Hospitals increased from £1,470,282 in 12913
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to £2,566,114 in 1921 (excluding grants from the Voluntary Hospitals
Commission), an increase of nearly 756 per cent. The income from
subscriptions, donations, and similar voluntary sources rose from 1ess. than
£700,000 in 1913 to over £1,000,000 in 1921. The income from patients’
payments increased from £77,900 in 1913 to £420,020 in 1921. MoreoYt.er,
£306,572 was received in the latter year in payments from public authorities
for work done, as against £11,300 in 1913.

These figures prove that the income has risen, and risen fast: but not
quite far enough or fast enough to keep pace with the rise of costs, and in
each year recently there has been a deficit on revenue account.

But expenditure has now begun to fall, new sources of income are being
developed, and year by year more Hospitals succeed in paying their way.
For the year 1920 the net aggregate deficit in London was £382,965. Lven
then 40 hospitals had surpluses, the deficits being confined to the other 73.
For 1921, 48 Hospitals had surpluses, as against 66 deficits, and the aggregate
net deficit fell to £210,489.

These are healthy signs, and show that the problem is not insoluble, if
the Hospitals are granted time to put their finances straight and possess the
energy to adapt themselves to new conditions. There are really two
problems : the past and the future. TFirst, how are the deficits of the last
few years to be paid off? This has been met by special efforts—in 1920 by
the emergency distribution of the King’s Fund, and by the grants from the
National Relief Fund; at the present time by the Government grants
administered by the Voluntary Hospitals Commission, and by the Combined
Appeal organised by the King’s Fund with the aid of the other Central Agencies
and the Hospitals themselves.

Secondly, how are the Hospitals to pay their way in the future? This
must be met by the development of new sources of income and, in particular,
by moderate and continuous contributions from all classes of the community
as recommended by Lord Cave’s Committee, including contributions from the
Hospital-using class either by payments at Hospital or by weekly collections in

advance, such as those organised by the newly established Hospital Saving
Association.
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PREFATORY NOTE.

Tae Statistical Report deals this year with the expenditure in 1921 of 113
Hospitals.*

Objects and Methods of the Report.

The original object of these Reports was to provide comparative figures
of cost of working at different hospitals, so arranged as to assist both hospital
managers and the King’s Fund to secure an effective control of expenditure.

The question of the enlargement and improvement of the Report has for
some time been under the consideration of the Fund. Two kinds of changes
have been suggested, first, the improvement of the statistics of comparative
cost of working, and second, the addition of other hospital statistics.

The question of departmental costs and that of statistics of consumption
on a basis of quantities instead of money values have been receiving the careful
attention of the King’s Fund.

These questions fundamentally affect the internal organisation of the
hospitals and it was felt that no changes should be instituted without the
concurrence and support of those who would be required to give effect to
them. For the present year the changes have been confined to the addition,
to the Statistical Report itself, of a new table analysing hospital income.

The present Report accordingly consists mainly of the following parts :—

(a) An analysis of the income of 118 hospitals (pages 24 to 31);

(b) Comparative figures of cost of working for the more controllable
items of expenditure (pages 40 to 65).

Method of Analysing Income.

The table on pages 24 to 31 gives an analysis of the income of each of
the 113 hospitals under the following heads and sub-heads, which summarise
the various items of income in the Income and Expenditure Account prescribed
by the Revised Uniform System of Hospital Accounts :—

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The amount by which the total income of each hospital exceeded, or
fell short of, the total expenditure, is also given.

Besides the actual figures, the table gives the percentage of the total
ordinary income of the hospital which is derived from each source, and
also expresses the total ordinary income, the total general fund income and
the surplus or deficit for the year as a percentage of the total expenditure.
For example, in 1921 the net aggregate deficit for 113 hospitals taken
together was equal to 48 per cent. of their total expenditure; the amount
derived from voluntary sources was 45-8 per cent. of the total ordinary
income, and the amount received from patients’ payments was 18-4 per cent.,
and from public authorities 13-5 per cent.

Over against the figures for income from investments are given the figures
for interest paid on loans, so that, where desired, the net amount of interest
received or paid can be calculated.

Methods of comparing Cost of Working for the more Controllable Items of
Ezpenditure.

No changes have been made in the form of the tables which deal with
cost of working, and the following general statement is reprinted from previous
Reports :—

The object of these tables is to assist hospital managers in controlling
expenditure, and avoiding as far as possible increases in cost which are not
represented by an increase in the quantity or quality of the work done. The
method adopted is to compare the expenditure at each Hospital with the
expenditure at other Hospitals, and with the average of those Hospitals
with which it is most comparable. Increases which are common to all
Hospitals can thus be distinguished from those which are peculiar to any
particular institution. :

It is not suggested, however, that the lowest expendicure is intended to be
taken as a model. All the comparisons are with the average, and, even so,
high expenditure does not necessarily mean excessive or extravagant ex-
penditure ; but all figures above the average indicate branches of expenditure
that deserve the most careful investigation by those concerned.

For the purpose of making the comparisons as fair as possible to the
various Hospitals and as useful as possible as an aid to the control of
Expenditure, the following special principles are observed in the preparation
of the Reports :

() The comparisons are limited to the items of expenditure which are the
more capable of control. Certain items are thus excluded, sometimes because
they are liable to wide and unavoidable variations as between one year and
another or between one Hospital and another, sometimes because they cannot
readily be modified by the Hospital Committees. These include the following,
viz. : Repairs and other Establishment Charges, Official Salaries and Pensions,
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Finance, and Rent, Rates and Taxes.™ It will therefore be borne in mind that,
wherever in this Report a total or an average cost per bed or per out-patient
attendance is stated, the figure is exclusive of the above-mentioned charges,
and that variations in the figures cannot be explained by reference to varia-
tions in these items.

(b) The Hospitals are, as far as practicable, arranged in groups, so that
the comparisons may be between Hospitals whose work is more or less closely
comparable, and the group system is followed in all calculations of averages.
This is not intended to prevent comparisons between Hospitals in different
groups, a process for which, in fact, special facilities are provided in the pre-
liminary alphabetical tables on pages 16 to 21 and 34 to 456. In the case of
Hospitals which cannot be arranged in groups, the comparisons are confined
to the preliminary tables and no group averages are calculated.

(c) The comparisons are made not only for the total expenditure on the
various controllable items put together, but also for each of the main sub-
heads of expenditure separately, viz.: Provisions, Surgery and Dispensary,
Domestic, Salaries and Wages (maintenance), and Management other than
Official Salaries and Pensions.  This sub-division is intended to facilitate
the discovery of the source of any excess which seems to require justification.
Tt must be borne in mind, however, that at Hospitals where direct labour is
employed to carry out work (such as, for example, the manufacture of drugs),
which at other Hospitals is paid for in the purchase price, there will be a pro-
portionately larger expenditure on Salaries and Wages and a correspondingly
smaller expenditure on [say] Surgery and Dispensary or whatever the special
heading may be.t Differences due to this cause cancel out in the comparisons
of total expenditure.

Such statistical particulars as are available of the work done at the
different Hospitals are set out in the first table relating to each group. This
table'shows the average length of stay of in-patients, and the average number
of attendances per out-patient.

The group tables in Section V are preceded by general alphabetical tables
in Sections I, III, and IV, giving particulars of work done, total expenditure,
and cost per occupied bed and per out-patient attendance (in respect of the
items controllable from year to year) for all the institutions. This introductory
section now forms in itself a very nearly complete statistical record of these
figures for all the Hospitals of London which observe the Revised Uniform
System of Accounts.§

* Statistical tables of expenditure, including also Establishment charges, Official Salaries and
Pensions and Finance, can be found in the published Annual Reports of the individual Hospitals.
Bub even these tables do not include Rent, Rates and Taxes, Depreciation, or Interest on Capital.

It will be seen that in 1921 the total income of 113 hospitals from normal
sources was £2,566,114, while the total expenditure was £2,776,603.

Of these 113 hospitals, 48 had surpluses amounting in total to £84,681,
while 66 had deficits amounting in total to £295,170, making a net deficit of
about £210,000.%

These figures for 1921 show a great improvement over 1920, when the
income amounted to £2,401,312, and the expenditure to £2,784,277, while
40 hospitals had surpluses amounting in total to £82,498, and 73 had deficits
amounting in total to £465,463.%*

The net total deficit has thus been reduced by over £170,000.

Increased Income since 1913.

If 1921 i1s compared with 1913 it will be seen that the total income in-
creased from £1,470,282 in 1913 to £2,666,114 in 1921.* The amount
derived from the traditional sources of income, viz., subscriptions, donations,
and similar voluntary sources, has increased from less than £700,000 in 1913
to over £1,000,000 in 1921. The amount received from the principal new
source of income—receipts on account of services to patients—has increased
from £89,200 in_1913 to £726,592 in 1921, of which £420,020 was derived
from patients’ payments. - -

It is thus evident that the present financial difficulties of the hospitals
are not due to any falling-off of income, but are caused solely by the fact that
the increase in expenditure has outrun the increase of income.

Increases and Decreases in Expenditure.

The total expenditure of these 113 hospitals increased steadily from
£1,192,199 in 1913 to £2,784,277 in 1920. This increase was partly due
to an increase in work done—the number of beds occupied having grown
from 9,813 to 10,376. But it was chiefly the result of the rise in the cost of
working, the average cost per bed at hospitals with schools (for example)

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having risen from £88 in 1913 to £199 in 1920 for the items dealt with in
this Report. .

Between 1920 and 1921 the amount of work done remained almost
stationary. But at most of the hospitals the cost of working began to decrease,
with the result that total expenditure decreased from £2,784,277 in 1920 to
£2,776,603 in 1921.

The following are the figures for the various groups of hospitals. These
will show, for each group, how far the increased expenditure is due to increased
work and how far to greater cost. They will also enable any hospital to
ascertain whether its own increase in cost since 1913 is greater or less than
the average for its group.

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If the decreases in expenditure since 1920 are analysed, they are found
to be spread over all the main headings except Salaries and Wages. Provi-
sions show a decreased cost in all groups of hospitals, Surgery and Dispensary
in most. Domestic, which decreased at the larger general hospitals, slightly
increased at most of the others. Salaries and Wages increased in all the
groups, but not enough to offset the decreases under the other heads.

As the financial difficulties of the hospitals are due to the rise in cost
resulting from the war, this evidence of the beginning of a decrease is most
welcome. The importance of reducing expenditure as well as increasing
income was fully recognised in the Report of Lord Cave’s Committee ; and
the King’s Fund, having been appointed Voluntary Hospitals Committee for
London in accordance with that Report, is developing in various ways its
work of assisting and encouraging the hospitals to secure the highest degree
of economy consistent with efficiency.

Statistics of Cost of Working.

An essential part of this work is the development of hospital statistics of
cost of working. The figures of cost per bed circulated in this Report do not
profess to do more than show at which hospitals the cost of the more con-
trollable items is above the average. The question whether the high cost can
be justified can only be answered with the aid of more detailed records and
statistics kept by the hospitals themselves. The question of the best way in
which the existing statistics can be supplemented or improved, either in the
Report itself or in the internal records of the separate institutions, has been
veferred to the newly formed Hospital Economy Committee of the King’s
Fund, and will be taken up actively with the hospitals as soon as the work
of the Combined Appeal is finished. In the meantime, the Report gives the
material which is at present available and capable of tabulation, for the purpose
of assisting Hospital managers to see whether at their hospitals the cost appears
to be high, and in what departments the source of the excess is to be found;
to reduce it wherever it cannot be justified; and thus to carry out one of the
recommendations of Lord Cave’s Committee for the re-establishment of the
finances of the voluntary hospital system.

At the same time, the new table analysing Income is designed to assist
in the carrying out of the recommendations of Lord Cave’s Committee for the
more systematic organisation of the various sources of Hospital revenue.
